Andwhilel knew that our young students might not fully comprehend
poverty, they could understand how disappointing it would be to not have a birthday
celebration.

In the chapter on compassion in the book, Golden Rules, The Ten Ethical Values
Parents Need to Teach Their Children by Wayne Dosick, he says that we can teach
our children alifelong commitment to meeting the needs of others when we provide
them with daily examples. Every time Dosick and his family went to the grocery
store, they would buy one extraitem of nonperishable food and place it in the trunk
of their car. When the bag was full they delivered it to one of the community food
banks. One day Dosick chose Cheerios as their food gift, but his six year old son
Seth said, “No!” and placed it back on the shelf. His son explained, “ Today we
are getting Sugar Frosted Flakes because there are hungry kids out there too, and
kids like Sugar Frosted Flakes better than Cheerios.” Dosick says, “In an instant
Seth taught me to see the faces of the people we were feeding ... and | knew from
that moment on, that a person in need could never again be an anonymous number
or statistic, but had to remain a human being, whose voice | can hear and whose
hand | can hold.”

My prayer for us this month is that in following God's commandment that we love
one another, we will put smiles on the faces of alot of little children.

Board Corner - February 2010

The past year has been an interesting one economically, and that may be
somewhat of an understatement. As usualy happens during astressful economic
time, amajor expense rearsits ugly head. All Saints' Episcopal Day School
encountered a major need for a new HVAC system to improve the physical
environment for the students and staff. In the past, the HVAC system of the
Day School was controlled by one thermostat which caused a significant
temperature fluctuation between classrooms. Also, the system was very old and
required an inordinate amount of maintenance. After reviewing the situation
and looking at several options, the Board of Trustees decided to request proposals
to replace the entire HVAC system for the School. We selected a vendor that
could provide a comprehensive system with new technology. This new HVAC
installation should over time lower the School’s overall utility bill. Most
importantly from the students’ and teachers’ perspective, the system iswonderful
because each classroom now has the ability control its own temperature.

One of the major consequences of the new HVAC installation was that the
Board of Trustees had to significantly dip into the reserve monies to pay cash
for the system. However, this prevented us from having to borrow money—
thereby minimizing the Day School’ slong term expenses. The Board of Trustees
isnow in the process of replenishing the reserve monies and we appreciate so
much your contributions. For those of you who may have overlooked it, there
was a space on your Annual Fund pledge/contribution card that you could check
if you wanted to help us raise the $102,000 that we spent; we welcome al gifts,
large and small!
