In February of 2004, teacher Jamie Fierro and her family were involved an automobile
accident while in route to El Paso during the Presidents' Day weekend. As| listened to
the details by phone | felt so incapacitated —how could | help Jamie when she was hundreds
of miles from Austin? | asked for prayers through the all-school email and families not
only prayed, but also offered help. While Jamie, her three year old daughter and elderly
grandfather sat hungry in a motel room in Fort Stockton after the family membersin
critical condition were transported to Odessa, Chaplain Elizabeth Gibson located a friend
who knew someone in Fort Stockton. Although the pizza restaurant one half mile away
said the weather was too bad for themto deliver, 76 year old Delmon Hodges immediately
drove theicy streets to help someone he had never met. And although the Presbyterian
Church there was closed because of the weather, Minister Jim Milesimmediately responded
to arequest for help from one of our other parents. These men felt called to do what we
couldn’t do from our homes in Austin.

Jonathan Glass of the National Association of Episcopal Schools wrote that while our
school communities are not real families, they are family like. What clearer exampl e of
this truth do we need than to recall the commitment of our parents to help those in need?
The sense of connection was also evident that year in our students. In Chapel, one of
Jami€e’s three year old studentsinsisted that we pray for Jamie’'s family. And when Jamie
called the School from the hospital and we switched the phone to speaker, her students
sweetly asked how each of her injured family members was doing, including her grandfather
who had died of hisinjuries. Sheimmediately answered, “He'sdoing fine, heisin areadly
good place now.”

My prayer isthat our students will aways be in alearning environment that encourages
them to seek God's help through prayer. | pray also in this Lenten season that we'll be
able to help them more fully understand, in their young way, that God is preparing a better
place for al of us.
