When planning our home outside of Dripping Springs, we were intentional in designing it to
be energy efficient; we installed a tankless water heater, low-flow toilets and shower heads,
propane, programmable thermostats, double pane windows, aerobic septic system, etc. And,
we selected only native, drought and deer resistant shrubs and buffalo grass for the yard. We
believed that we had done all we could afford to do to be good stewards of God's creation. So,
we were surprised one morning when no water came out of our faucets. A cal to the private
water company our small neighborhood used, revea ed that their tanks and wellswere dry.

Water was trucked in to fill the storage tanks and the wells were drilled deeper, but we knew
that we had to conserve as much water as possible from that day forward. We adopted the
attitude that no water could be wasted. We have since been connected to the Lower Colorado
River Authority System, but water is still a precious commodity to us. The lesson taught us to
consider other ways that we are wasteful. So, we installed arain water collection system and
now toss things in our compost or over the fence to the crittersinstead of in a garbage can. It
took the absence of something that we couldn’t live without, to make us change our habits.

Changing what we do in our homesis easier than in our workplace. But | am proud to say, that
with your help, we are on our way to teaching our young students how to be kind to the earth.
An energy efficient HVAC system was installed; recycling bins for paper, metal and plastic are
on campus; we no longer send hard copies of things home; and, we are planning to install a
rainwater collection system. Our lessons now include more activities related to the environment
and conservation.
