
I had the good fortune this summer to be introduced to 212°, the extra degree by
Sam Parker and Mac Anderson.  Copies of this little book were given to the full
Faculty/Staff, members of the Board of Trustees and the All Saints’ Association
of Parents (ASAP) Co-Chairs.

Amen. (author
unknown)  And from the Jewish prayer book: Pray as if everything depended on
God; act as if everything depended on you.
My prayer for this community of faith known as All Saints’ Episcopal Day School
is that we’ll each strive to help the other have the courage to try things that seem
impossible to achieve.  I pray that in doing so, we will discover that we are on the
path that God has chosen us to travel together this year.

COOKING&$100,000.00.  That’s a lot of zeros!  This past spring it became clear that the School
needed to make a change to a new HVAC system (not connected to the Church’s
system) in order to maintain a comfortable learning and work environment for our
students and Faculty. But the price of a separate system - a whopping $100,000.00
- was daunting.  How would we raise such a large sum?  A loan?  Capital campaign?
 Or should we try to patch or supplement the old system which was simply not
adequate after its long 54 years in service?  We as Trustees wanted to avoid taking
on debt if at all possible.  And before launching into a capital campaign to ask the
School community to fund it, we took a careful look at our existing resources.

Each year, Cindy creates a budget that is reviewed and approved by the Board of
Trustees.  At the end of the year, any surplus is divided between operating reserves
(to be used for the regular costs of running the School) and capital reserves (to
be used for buildings and grounds repairs and improvements).  That money is
placed in conservative vehicles such as CDs that earn interest. Through the years,
All Saints’ has been fortunate enough to cover expenses with a combination of
tuition and the generous gifts of our parents, alumni, All Saints’ parishioners and
Friends of the School.  Over time, many small surplus deposits and the interest
they earned eventually grew to a healthy reserve fund, a portion of which was
earmarked for buildings and grounds needs.

After much thoughtful discussion and research, the Board decided to use money
from the capital reserve fund to cover the entire cost of the new HVAC system
that would serve only the Day School and the Church Library.  After all, we
ultimately concluded, that is what the money had been set aside to do – make
critical buildings and grounds repairs and improvements. And what an improvement!
I have heard many positive comments about the cooler air from teachers and
parents, and the new high quality, energy-efficient system will last for many years
to come.

So now we begin the slow process
of rebuilding the capital reserves that
are crucial to funding future needs
and unexpected expenses.  During
the Annual Fund you will have the
opportunity to make an additional
contribution to help jump start this
rebuilding effort.  In the meantime,
enjoy the new AC, knowing that it
is the consistent and incredible
generosity of Day School families
and friends, past and present, who
make All Saints’ a thriving self-
sustaining community.
