It is with much excitement in anticipation of the Feast of the Resurrection
that | prepare myself for thistime of year, and my hopeisthat you, too, are
looking forward to our annual celebration of the pinnacle of the Christian
faith on Easter Sunday, April 4th!

Therefore, it is aso the annual time for me to tell you that | am convinced
that to understand Easter better and to truly experience the significance,
meaning, and power of itsimplications for our lives, we need to delve into
the essence of Holy Week and seriously embark on the journey known as
“the Way of the Cross.” Certainly, Easter has come to be associated with
joy, renewed hope, transformation, and eternal life. But, why? How and
why has Easter come to have such meaning for 2000 plus or so years? And,
can Easter really impact our lives today? Well, to truly respond to such
important questions, | really do think we need to explore the events preceding
the Resurrection, which is precisely what Holy Week allows us to do.

Holy Week is the week set aside (made “holy”) as a time to be most
intentional in focusing on Jesus’ journey to the cross. As| have mentioned
to you at this time of year before, without Holy Week Easter lacks its
intended power and meaning, or as others have said, “no cross— no crown.”
This year the week of March 28 — April 4 is Holy Week. Please note our
Holy Week schedule of services and make plans to join with one another
in coming together to celebrate the central mysteries of our faith.

We'll begin on Palm Sunday with Jesus riding into Jerusalem on a“ colt,”
adeliberately regal gesture, but aroyal entrance unlike any other akingly
conqueror might use. By entering Jerusalem on a donkey, rather than on
astallion of war, Jesus comes as the “King of Peace.” Thistriumphal entry
into Jerusalem is the “curtain raiser” for the Passion story — a story that
begins with the entry of admirers and ends with the exit of alynch maob.

Paulette, a pretty blond lady, waited to be called to meet with a Loaves & Fishes volunteer. Stting alone, she seemed
to avoid the mileau of others. Her neatness and quiet demeanor did not seem to fit into the scene. When Paulette's
turn came to meet with a volunteer she spoke in a whisper asking for assistance with an electric bill for her son’s
family. “ My son is a single parent of three,” she said. “ He works two jobs trying to keep us all together.” Paulette
added that her daughter-in-law’s emotional illness had created medical bills beyond imagination. The daughter-in-
law, too unstable to care for the children, was living with relatives. At age 67 Paulette moved into her son’s home
to help with the children. “ | am embarrassed to ask for help, but I’'m not sure how much more stress my son can
handle. | amusing my Social Security to help support the family.” Her eyes were brimming with tears of appreciation
as Loaves & Fishes provided a $25 payment on her City of Austin utility bill.

We service more Austin needy during December, January and February than at any other time of the year. Now, our
cupboard is almost empty! MARCH brings the delights of spring for most of us, but there are many out there who don't
think about the coming wildflowers and warm breezes. They worry instead about feeding family, utility bills and trying
to stretch the paycheck. There are those who have no job and the prospects of finding work is elusive. Homeless, some
unemployable because of mental illness, cometo Loaves & Fishes for spiritual assistance, coffee and sweet rolls. They
wait in line hoping for afood card and a bus pass.

ALL SAINTS’ MARCH FOOD CHALLENGE: CANNED VEGETABLES

The Micah 6, Loaves & Fishes, and Meals on Wheels outreach programs supported by our parish help mediate
the hunger in our community as verified by these statistics.

How does poverty affect our community?

* 1in 7 Travis County residents (an estimated 144,336 / 15 %) were living in poverty in 2008, higher than
the national poverty rate (13 %).

* 1in 5 children in Travis County (47,723 / 19 %) were living in poverty in 2008.

* 1in 3 children raised in poverty remain in poverty as adults.

* Texas has the fastest growing child population in the country and the Central Texas child population is
growing at twice the state rate.

* The cost of living in the Austin areaiis significantly higher than the recognized “poverty level” — families
need incomes 2-3 times greater than the federal poverty guidelines to afford basic monthly expenses.

* 84 % of Travis County families living in poverty did not receive any type of cash assistance and 72 %
of familiesin poverty did not receive food stamps in 2008.

* |n Texas, childhood poverty costs $57.5 billion dollars annually.

MICAH 6 UPDATE:
Thanks to all who attended the glorious celebration of our mission during our annual combined worship service for Micah
6 member and supporting congregations at University Avenue Church of Christ on Sunday, Feb. 21. Our coalition has
broadened to include Highland Park Baptist Church as a member congregation with board representation, and Central
Christian Church, Immanuel Community, and Southwest Family Fellowship as supporting congregations without board
representation. Our recipient shopping trips increased from 13,579 in 2008 to 20,174 in 2009. During the last six months
of 2009, the pantry served 3,296 households, up 51% over the same period in 2008 and a staggering 90% over that
period in 2007. The need for our pantry and resource services continues to be great and our faithful support from All
Saints' provides much needed volunteer and financial resources.

One day at atime, such a concise statement that makes my life so much easier when | follow that idea. But,
even with its proven results, | find myself NOT living by this slogan more than | live by it. Why isthat?
After all, does not each day provide plenty to experience in twenty-four hours? Why worry about tomorrow,
today? | have found that worrying about tomorrow today has made no difference in how tomorrow turns
out except that it seems to zap my energy, today. Likewise, | have found fretting over yesterday no more
productive.

What does the bible say about this?
Ecclesiastes 3:1 — “Thereisatime for everything, and a season for every activity under heaven:”

The significance of al of this was made more evident while | listened to Mary Boone talk about Families
and Addiction-Recovery. Part One of her presentation explored “Love Lost, Love Restored” while Part Two
explored “Why Does It Still Hurt?”. | went to the sessions to become more aware, better educated. | hoped
| would learn THE ANSWER that would CHANGE everything for the better by TOM ORROW.

What | actually learned isthe redlity of the situation. Families often live for yearsin a dysfunctional manner
before changes are ever sought. They do however learn coping skills, though maybe not the healthiest,
which ultimately provide their individual means of survival. | also learned that thisis a condition that has
usually existed for years, even in generations of the family, so naturally will take yearsto change. Thereis
no magic bullet. When there becomes willingness to change, family members over time become more aware,
learn new skills and learn how to copein a healthier way. In other words, lifeis ajourney and this process
too is part of that journey.

How dowemakeit easier? |sthat even possible? In addition to becoming willing to increase our awareness
and understanding, | gathered from the sessions that also sharing our experiences, our hopes, our strengths,
and our love within our families and our church is a big step in the right direction. Honesty, openness and
willingness with ourselves, our families and our church are keys to change. And the icing on the cake is
God's grace.

One Day At A Time sounds like a good slogan to incorporate in our journey. And on those days that are
particularly difficult, it is okay to take it by the hour, the minute or even the second.

WEe'll begin our 9:00 and 11:15 services on Palm Sunday in Kinsolving Parish Hall for the Liturgy of the Palms.
The Choir will then lead usin procession to the church where we' |l continue our special service.

In therest of the Holy Week dramawe are invited to walk with Jesus through the last days of hislife.

On Monday we will be in the home of Mary and Martha in Bethany, where Mary anoints the feet of Jesus with
the costly nard and then poignantly wipes them with her hair. We will hear Judas' indignant protest at such
extravagance, citing the needs of the poor —when in reality Judas simply wants more to steal from the disciples
money box (John 12:1-8). The wind of betrayal isin the air. Our Senior Seminarian Intern, Susan Fischer, will
be our preacher this evening.

On Tuesday we will hear yet again that even though Jesus has done many signs before the people, they still do
not believe him. Even the authoritieswho do believe in him are afraid to speak up. Perhaps self-preservation and
retaining the glory of others means more to them than they thought (John 12:43). Elizabeth Gibson, “our Aspirant,”
will be our preacher this evening.

On Wednesday we are at supper with Jesus and the disciples. Jesus, visibly troubled, reveals that he will be
betrayed by Judas, who then goes out “into the night.” We witness how greed and the lust for control can even
affect adisciple. We realize our own capacity to go out “into the night” and how we betray Jesus in the same way.
Senior Seminarian Intern, Kathy Pfister, will be our preacher this evening. All of thiswill be in the context of a
contemplative Eucharist with music from Taize — planned by our Campus Missioner, The Rev. John Newton, and
the UT Episcopal Student Center.

Maundy Thursday celebrates the institution of the Eucharist at the Last Supper as we witness the sacrament of
sacrificial love—the blood of Jesus shed and his body broken for the sake of the world. And, following the example
in the gospel reading assigned to this day (John 13:1-15), we also are asked to witness and participate in servant
love — the washing of the disciples feet. In both of these dramatic actions, Jesus reveal s the gospel command to
love (hence, the term “Maundy,” from the Latin mandatum, which means “commandment”). We will imitate the
action of Christ in order to sharein the love of which it was the outward and visible sign —including afoot washing.
After the post communion prayer and the prayer over the people, the consecrated bread and wine will be carried
out of the church (“Reserved” for pastoral needs). All are asked to remain in the church for the “stripping of the
atar” where we will remove all hangings and ornaments accompanied by the kneeling recitation of Psalm 22.
We then leave in silence.

Good Friday does not have a celebration of the Eucharist. The special liturgy provided for the day is a Liturgy
of the Word, with the reading of the Passion according to John, the Solemn Collects, and anthems said in honor
of the cross (with organ meditations). This noon service is a commemoration of the crucifixion — perhaps the
cruelest form of execution ever created by man, yet which gave rise to the most powerful symbol in the world —
the cross. Also, on Good Friday the Choir will sing Tenebrae at 7:00 p.m. Tenebrae, Latin for “darkness’ or
“shadow” or “obscurity”, appliesto the monastic services of Matins (aprox. 2:00 am.) and Lauds (daybreak). In
an effort to include more people in the events of Holy Week, the early morning offices of Matins and Lauds were
combined and placed into alate afternoon or early evening liturgy for those outside the monastic community. The
accounts of the crucifixion of Jesus figure prominently in the service, and the structure evokes a somber mood
which is not dispelled until Easter Day. This service is a piercing component of the Holy Week sequence at All
Saints' Parish.

Like Good Friday, Holy Saturday does not have a eucharistic liturgy. The Prayer Book provides only asimple
Liturgy of the Word which celebrates the burial of Christ. The Holy Saturday collect sounds the themes of waiting
upon God and hope in the resurrection: “Grant that, as the crucified body of your dear Son was laid in the tomb
and rested on this holy Sabbath, so we may await with him the coming of the third day, and rise with him to
newness of life...” (BCP: 283)

Then having “walked with Christ” at the beginning of the week, having “died with Christ” on Friday, and having
been “buried with Christ” on Saturday, by Sunday we will indeed know again the great truth of Easter: “For God
so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not perish but have
everlasting life” (John 3:16). In short, Holy Week |eads us through the cross to the Easter proclamation: “Alleluia,
Christisrisen! The Lord isrisenindeed, Alleluial” And, when we finally get to that on Easter Sunday, my hope
and my prayer isthat it will indeed mean for us that Christ is still present in the world offering to all the Easter
message and the Easter spirit of renewed hope, transformation, and eternal life!
